2. A minimum concrete strength of 25MPa is recommended for the collar. The concrete should be vibrated to eliminate air pockets.

3. The finished level of the pavers must be flush with the top of the frame and the pavers must be fully bonded to the concrete collar.
4. 45mm minimum thickness of concrete must be set into the base of the cover prior to bedding the pavers.
